INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUBMITTING YOUR IMPRESSIONS

Theme
We invite you to give your impressions concretely by:

1. Selecting a specific past or currently on-going incidersitaation of violence or conflict in your
family, school, community, state, nation, or the wpénd then

2. Describing and/or illustrating (a) the root causes of ti@dent or situatiorand (b) a positive vision
of how it might be resolved, or have been avoided tpnbeith, in a culture of peace.

Form of Expression
You may choose the form to use in describing the incidesituation you select, for example:

Letter to a parent, friend, government official, or nesyser

Letter to your future self from the present, or to your gmeself from the future
Essay, poem, drama script, song, or short story

Painting, collage, photo journal, sculpture, or animation.

Imagination and creativity are encouraged in both forchcamtent.

Collaborative projects are also encouraged, though notreelqlior example, you may team up in the same
classroom or community center or with others anywhbése in the world via the Internet.

Digital Submissions for Dialogue

Acceptabldmpressions of Youtltontributionswill be displayed on the website of the Peace All@anc
Foundation with the intention of catalyzing communitytiovaal, and global dialogues on the meaning of
peace and a culture of peace. Therefore, we will proeiderf space on the website for people to share
reactions, insights, and thoughts on specific contribatas well as post general comments about peace and
a culture of peace. We will also encourage relatedtiadace conversations in living rooms, classrooms,
churches, and community centers everywhere.

Therefore, digital contributions are required, as fofio



1. Digital photographs may be submitted of works (such agipgs;and sculptures) that cannot
otherwise be digitized.

2. Fill out and submit the on-line entry/release form. Tfermation you enter goes directly into a
database we are setting up to managéniagine a Culture of Peace: Impressions of Youth
contributions. Therefore, the form must be submittediranthrough the website; emailed or mailed
hardcopy forms will not be accepted.

NOTE: For now, the entry form is a viewable PDF file so you can savhat we
will be asking for. However, the database will not be setp to receive your
entry form information until around November 1, 2005. Therefore please do
not submit contributions or the filled-out entry form until after that date, at
which time the form will be available for filling out on line. We will post a
notice onwww.peacealliancefound.org/imaginavhen it is available.

3. Print out a copy of the filled-out form and releasgesnent for your own records.

4. Submit yourimpressiongontribution in one of three ways, checking the boxhe on-line form to
indicate how you are doing it so we know what to expect:

Contributions that meet the following requirements dlaccepted for display on The Peace Alliance
Foundation website:

Contributors (including all members of a collaborationugnomust be age 5 to 25.

Only one contribution from each contributor (as anvittlial or as a member of a collaboration
group) will be accepted.

Contributions accepted for display on the website will:
1. Address the theme stated above
2. Be the original work of the contributor

3. Be reasonably downloadable and viewable on the web throdigih@ modem (which rules out
large video productions, for example).
